Many problems are 

encountered while trying to build 

and maintain a healthy church.  

Regardless of who you are or 

where you come from, you belong 

in God’s household with other 

Christians.  There is a 

misconception about the real 

purpose of a church’s existence.  

The church is a meeting place for 

worship, not sin.  When sin 

overcomes the flesh, individuals do 

not realize that trust ought not to 

be in man, but in God.   Matthew 

6:33-34 says:  “But seek ye first the 

kingdom of God, and his 

righteousness; and all these things 

shall be added unto you.  Take 

therefore no thought of the 

morrow; for the morrow shall 

take thought for the things of itself.  

Sufficient unto the day is the evil 

thereof.”  Who do you think 

would win the battle between sin 

and holiness mingling in the flesh, 

Satan or God? 

Another problem that 

circulates when trying to maintain 

a healthy church is leadership and 

cooperation.  Churches tend to 

become organizations rather than 

organisms and the health is not 

maintained. There tends to be a 

tug of war for leadership.  Some 

leaders are saved; on the other 

hand, there are those who are 

uncommitted, undedicated, and 

unfaithful to the church.  When 

things like this happen, 

cooperation is lost, and people 

lose sight of the church’s purpose.   

Jobs in the church are a 

blessing and given by God.  

Whether you may be an apostle, 

teacher, preacher, or healer; each 

part is necessary to build the Body 

of Christ under Christ’s direction. 

The underlying principle of a 

healthy church is the foundation.  

The cornerstone of building is  

Jesus.  You cannot promote 

your own legacy; God must ordain 

it.  It is useless to invest your time, 

treasure, and talent in work that 

has not been commissioned by 

God.  It is difficult to be a full-

grown Christian in a church 

without God.  Hearers and doers 

of God’s word have a house on a 

strong foundation like a rock.  A 

foolish, ignorant man builds a weak 

foundation like sand.  When a 

foundation is built upon a strong 

layer of understanding with ethical 

leadership and cooperation, it is 

difficult to be moved by Satan.  

When a church’s principles are 

weak, it will fall. 

In conclusion, I say to 

you...overcome problems and the 

unhealthy environment in the 

following ways: do not forget the 

purpose of a church; cooperatively 

work with leadership that 

transforms the mind and body; and 

build a foundation that is not in 

vain, but in God.  Maintain these 

concepts so a healthy church will 

impact the unhealthy environment.  

Then things will be according to 

God’s will and the Body will 

perform its purpose.
